The survivors and their parents share the ways in which their lives have been affected both personally and educationally since their injuries, and highlight their plans for the future.  Professionals representing rehabilitation, mental health and education perspectives also comment on the challenges typically faced by families when a child sustains a brain injury.

The goal of the video is to present some of the potential challenges faced by students following a traumatic brain injury, and to suggest ways of supporting them through the transition back to school.  It is approximately 16 minutes in length, and is closed-captioned.
